Ability to promote HSIA service on television menu and issue passwords for laptop connect via TV or via laptop 
Full management reporting Ability for front desk to restrict guest access to internet

NETWORK INFORMATION
Enables network to communicate its services to guests with text and pictures
 
ROOM SERVICE - If applicable
Ability to communicate room service menu's to guests using both text and pictures (digital images etc)
 
GUEST MESSAGING
Ability for network to send text based messages to guest televisions (one guest or multiple guests) 
Menu highlights there is a message waiting to be read 
Function driven via VOD management menu
 
FOLIO (Account) REVIEW
Ability for guests to review their account Function either driven via VOD management menu or the resident Billing System
 
MINI BAR etc.
Housekeeping staff can use the interactive menu on the TV to access an inventory of the in-room mini bar and identify what has been consumed by the guest 
System interfaces to PMS for billing to guest
 
RADIO CAHANNELS
Provides guest access to radio channels via the television menu
 
NETWORK VIDEO
Enables the network to promote, test and present interactive corporate information via a video clip etc 
Guests access the menu in the same way as a movie and can play, pause etc a promotional video or slideshow presentation
 
ADVERTISING
As per hotel video, the hotel can promote in-house services or other services via the menu
 
MUSIC AND OR VIDEO ON WELCOME 

If Applicable Ability to stream music or video to the guest TV which is activated (in room TV turned on) when the guest checks into the hotel prior to the guest entering the room
 
 
IPTV - Ability to stream free to air and satellite TV channels across Cat 5e/6/7 networks eliminating the need for coax cabling and enabling the use of digital signals
